Age Groups
i) Senior Men and Women will be at least 15 on 31 December in the year preceding competition and will reach the age of at least 16 in the year of competition.
ii) Under 14 Competitors (Juniors) will be 12 or 13 on the 31 December in the year preceding competition and will reach the age of 13 or 14 in the year of competition.

v) Under 16 Competitors (Juniors) will be 14 or 15 on the 31 December in the year preceding competition and will reach the age of 15 or 16 in the year of competition.

vi) Under 19 Competitors (Intermediates) will be at least 16 and no older than 18 on the 31 December in the year preceding competition and will reach the age of 17, 18 or19 in the year of competition.

SLSA Wales competitors names and MIS number must be entered for each event. Non SLSA Wales competitors names must be entered for each event. Competitor Numbers and their age group must be clearly displayed in black permanent marker on either their hand or arm.

Clubs are also required to name each competitor entering team events but those competitors may be substituted on the day for a competitor eligible to compete in that age group and already entered on the entry form. All substitutions must be notified to the recorder prior to the event.
ALL COMPETITORS MUST PROVIDE PROOF OF CURRENT AWARDS FOR ELIGIBILITY TO COMPETE. ALL AWARDS WILL BE CHECKED ANY PERSON FOUND COMPETING WITHOUT THE APPROPRIATE AWARD FOR THEIR AGE GROUP WILL BE DISQUALIFIED

COMPETITION RULES

1 General

Wherever possible the competition will be conducted as set out in the ILS Rulebook.

The appointed referees reserve the right to change events or course layouts if they deem it necessary for the smooth and safe running of the competition.

Any decision to cancel or postpone the Championships or events will be made by the Referee in consultation with the Safety Officer. Any decision will be final and without appeal. In the event of cancellation the points scored up to that time will be used to determine the various aggregate scores and overall winners.

It is the Team Manager’s responsibility to ensure that competitors are qualified and competent to compete in the conditions present on the day.

All clubs must provide one named place judge for the duration of each Day's competition. Substitution can be made but the judge must be available at all times during the course of the competition. 

Using the ratio of 1 judge for every 12 competitors entered, eg 1 competitor = 1 judge, 13 competitors = 2 judges, names are to be to be forwarded along with the entry forms on the “Club Declaration “ page.

If insufficient Place Judges are made available by a club, then that clubs competitors will be withdrawn from the competition without refund.
2. Team Managers & Officials Briefing

All named place judges and officials are to report to the Competition Referee by 07:30 on both days of the Competition and Team Managers 07:45 for briefing and information regarding any programme changes. 
Events will start at 08:30
3. Club Hats/Helmets
Club hats must be worn by all Competitors/handlers and be worn on the Competitors head at the start of each event. (The loss of a hat during the course of an event will not result in disqualification provided that the officials can clearly identify that the competitor has completed the event.) Helmets may be worn in craft events but must be presented in team colours and design.

4. Lycra Vests.

The use of these vests in team colours/names is NOT mandatory for all team events but encouraged.
5 Other Apparel.
Jewellery that in the opinion of the Referee has the potential to cause injury to either the wearer or other competitors, must be removed or taped over prior to the Competition e.g. rings; watches; body piercing etc.

6 Equipment & Marshals.

The Marshal has the power to prevent competitors from starting an event if they are either late or do not have their equipment available. 

All competitors must ensure that they have their equipment available when called for their event as starting of events will not be held back if equipment e.g. skis; boards are involved elsewhere in the competition. There will be no exceptions.

7. Team Events.

Clubs are required to name each competitor entering these events, substitutions may be made ONLY from those competitors entered on the entry sheet and must be eligible to compete on age rules. Competitors must notify the Recorder of any substitutions.

U14 competitors are permitted to compete in U16 team events, however should they opt to do so they will not be able to take part in the U14 age group of that team event.

NO U13 SKI – THIS INCLUDES INDIVIDUAL SKI, DOUBLE SKI, SKI RELAY AND TAPLIN EVENTS
8. Area Referees/Withdrawal of Competitors from events. 
The Area Referee will explain the course layouts to all competitors prior to the start of the event.

To avoid confusion competitors should not approach Place Judges, Marshals or Starters for this information. 

The Referee may also instruct competitors who have not completed an event to withdraw from that event if the number of competitors required for the subsequent qualifying rounds has been reached.

NOTE: Where a competitor has failed to reach the first turning buoy when the lead competitors have reached and turned the final turning buoy, the referee and safety officer reserve the right to remove those competitors from the race.

Failure to obey instructions from the referee or Course Judge in the Boat may result in disqualification of the individual(s) from the remainder of the entire competition.

9. Trophies. 
All cleaned and engraved trophies MUST be returned by the 2nd Welsh Ranking – 4th July 2010 to a member of the competition commission.  Failure to return trophies will result in the disqualification of the age group to which the trophy relates.

The Aggregate Trophy will be contested over all events including Masters.

The SLSA Wales Super Club Trophy will be contested over both Stillwater and Openwater events including Masters, Nippers, Youth and Open.

11. Transfers.
Competitors are only permitted to compete for one club per season in SLSA Wales competitions. Their first choice club is the one with which they first enter any National Championship (Stillwater or Open water) in the calendar year.

Any member of SLSA Wales who suspects that they may have fallen foul of current eligibility rules that govern SLSA Wales Competitions are encouraged to write to the Chairman of the Championship Committee, Mr Jon Gwynn. They should clearly express their concerns in order to seek further clarification of their position.  Members who are intent upon such an undertaking must first seek and obtain the approval of their current Life Saving Club.

12. Accommodation.

PENALTIES

Any competitor found to be breaking age group rules will be disqualified from all events, any points gained by that competitor or team events that that competitor competed in will be deducted from that Teams’ score.

Any club found to be deliberately breaking any championship rules will be penalised through a deduction of championship points and/or disqualification from the championships.

Any competitor found to be taking place in a relay event that they are not eligible to compete in, will result in the disqualification of all that clubs teams taking place in that event. E.g. ineligible competitor in U16 sprint relay will result in disqualification of all sprint relay teams for that club.
