1. Selection Policy:  The initial policy for the tour was Welsh team members first, followed by development team members, followed by Welsh youth team members, if they had their Nars award, or would obtain this qualification prior to departure. Certain Welsh youth members were overlooked for non members, also it appears that none of the current Welsh team management were consulted or involved in the selection. 2. Funding:  Correspondence was received enquiring if only the team had Welsh funding, or if family members also got funding. JG confirmed that only the team had funding, and that family members who travelled with the party funded the trip on their own. 

3. Masters:  Correspondence was received as to why a Masters team travelled, as there were Masters of a higher quality, who probably would have put their names for selection, had they known a Masters team was going. Although CR was asked initially to be selected he declined as this was a Development Squad, and he felt he would be taking a place away from someone who could develop.
