5.  Discussions 
· Job descriptions for technical Commission. James Marks provided a copy of the original documentation which was amended and will be added to the new manual and circulated to all trainers/assessors (KB to action). Job of Senior Tutor was discussed, advert to be drawn up to check at next meeting then circulate.
· Karen Bale showed commission the certificate designs and badges proposal. It was agreed that these were a good idea. More research on prices and final details needed for next month.

· There was a request for more clothes for examiners (at present new assessors should receive a t-shirt at their course/update). It was suggested that Bibs that go over wetsuits might be a better idea as assessors are usually in the water. Karen Bale to research prices for later in season. Commission asked to look out for grants available- possibility of asking RNLI?

6. AOB

· Examiner numbers. Although there are a lot of examiners now, it was felt that perhaps only a few were examining regularly. It was decided that we should keep a register of assessors and note how many times they assess in a year. If no assessments were attended in 1 year, they should be contacted and asked to attend assessments more regularly before the next update.

· Questions were raised over commercial candidates. It was explained that the current course registration form did not allow us to track commercial or non paying members. It was decided to change the registration forms so that we can easily identify commercial courses and make sure the fees correspond accordingly.

· Paul Williams enquired about Oxygen use in the NARS exam. Clubs were advised to register with BOC who will for a reasonable fee refill and service bottles regularly, via yearly or seasonal contracts. Wales has an oxygen kit that is available to lend. Karen Bale to ask BOM if we can purchase two more bottles/units.
