Matters Arising:

FPOS

On hold for present, awaiting response from Ambulance service. 
SLSA Wales tutors and members who are medically trained already will be trained to deliver advanced resus’ courses to the trainers/assessors, who can then deliver to all members. 
Advanced Resus Awards.
LB-  STA have confirmed Advanced resus and AED £12. Spinal is £12. SLSA WALES to combine 3 units for £24-‘Advanced casualty care award’.  3 year resit.

Trainer/Assessor = £30 for manuals, guides and registration forms (order in bulk, then certificates will be ‘free’). Prerequisite is a first aid certificate, lifeguard award, or EA2. EA2 is £10, not to be taken at the same time as the Advanced Resuscitation – awaiting manuals before rolling out.
KB suggested that WH work with MJ to produce presentation for award and that WH could organize the dissemination to those interested in becoming trainers/assessors, dates to be set at tutors meeting?

In 2010 first aid at work courses will be available, with the appointed person certificate available.  For us to deliver First aid at work cost = £200 per year. Trainers will have to complete course from STA. Tech com’ to organize from October.

Instructors and examiners update.

Updates for trainers/assessors (current examiners) have been completed. 43 trainers/ assessors updated and working in Wales. Advert for new assessors to go out in mailings, LB to organize. Anyone who wants to become a trainer is to contact Will Hedges to organize courses- to be put in advert.

ROSPA- meeting in Cardiff, SLSA Wales should send a representative. European Resuscitation Council is occurring in Germany- Should SLSA Wales attend? To be taken to BOM.

PW- Raised concerns with about legitimacy of timed swims. Commission decided Memo to go out that timed swims have to be assessed by a SLSA Wales, trainer/assessor, unless permission gained from technical director. An official signed times must be brought to the NARS assessment.
