· Rhoose Ski Race – Safety Boat Cover has been requested for the Ski Race which is classified as part of the GB Competition Series. The Board of Management are to request confirmation of the eligibility of members of Welsh Clubs not affiliated to GB for their members to take part in this event before a decision is made on cover.
· UK Sports Coaching – Conference invite sent, however it was noted that this event covers the 31 sports (of which Surf Life Rescue is not one) that are covered by this scheme. Dates are mid week and make it difficult to attend.

· WSA Outdoor Pursuit Group Minutes received. Group meets 2 times per year. Next meeting is September and SLSA Wales will attend.
6.  Discussions & Any Other Business
· STA – Confirmation received that NARS will be used to conduct all exams this year.

· NBLQ – Agreed to develop competence in this area to increase Trainers and Assessors knowledge in all examinations from different awarding bodies to aid examination development in Wales.

· Junior Lifesaver Award – Technical Commission conformation that the Junior Lifesaver Award replaces the Board and Surf Competence awards. It is a combined award and it will be required by competitors who do not have the current competences to complete in competition.
· Junior Surf Lifesaver Guide – The Junior Lifesaver Guide illustrates the required level of knowledge and competence required to pass the award. This guide will be made available to Clubs as soon as possible.

· SLSA Wales are now Data Protection Registered.
· Management Information System – Up and Running. A period of settling in is required and following this an increase in reporting functionality will be investigated.

· Powercraft – a Powercraft supporting website as a companion to SLSA Wales main website is now up and running.
