5.  Discussions 
· Technical – The awards book is to be reviewed to look at how we can create ‘road maps’ through the awards building competence from Nippers through to our Senior awards. In particular the Sports Commission will be invited to these meetings to comment and help the review and mapping process – see minute 1.9.09.
· RLSS – Our meeting with RLSS will take place in October. The aim is to discuss how our year has gone and discuss links with and future initiatives with RLSS. Meeting agenda to be devised and circulated.

· RNLI – Given issues with West Wales Clubs and training it is intended to meet with the RNLI and discuss actions in Wales for next year. It is also intended to discuss qualifications, trainer/assessor courses and their actions within Wales for next year. An invite will be made to them to attend the next Board of Management meeting.
· SLS GB – Letter to be sent with regards to Consultant study to include caveats as agreed with Board of Management and WSC.

· Surfboat – It was agreed that SLSA Wales had done little to promote the Surfboat and the activities of the Surfboat. Contact to be made with Surfboat team to offer them a website page to promote their activities and achievements.

· LAPA Bids – The Vale of Glamorgan is looking next year to promote water sports and activities and is indicating a funding increase o do so. SLSA Wales will attend with a number of projects that it would like funding. This will help lower costs and enable us to promote events in the Vale of Glamorgan better. P. Rees has agreed to attend for SLSA Wales.

· Caps Night – Date is October 10th at High Tide Inn and cost will be £15.

· Pembrey Junior Training Weekend – Skis to be dropped from the weekend based on conditions.

· Junior Development Evenings – Rhoose, Skar and Aberavon will next year host Junior Development Weekends. These will be based on technique improvement and will be added to the Calendar for next year. This may lead to the development of a Junior Carnival Series.

· Coaching – Members are requesting still a Level 2 and 3 Coaching Award. Currently still being investigated within the Technical Commission.

· Stillwater – prior to events in 2010 SLSA Wales will look to run a Stillwater officials course.

· Heanor and North Worcester – It was decided that as part of our Child Protection Process that we would accept from these Clubs photocopies of their CRB Checks that are completed in England. Issues arose with regards to payment by completing checks through the Welsh CRB body.

· French National Championships – 2 teams are to be sent to the French National Championships after an invitation at the Celtic Challenge Cup. Sponsorship of £3,000 was agreed from SLSA Wales funds.
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
