LB-  Advanced Casualthy care award.  3 year resit, defib part is to be taken every year.
Trainer/Assessor = £30 for manuals, guides and registration forms (order in bulk, then certificates will be ‘free’). Prerequisite is a first aid certificate, lifeguard award, or EA2. EA2 is £10, not to be taken at the same time as the Advanced Resuscitation – awaiting manuals before rolling out.
