Anti-Doping Policy
The Surf Life Saving Association of Wales condemns the practice of doping in sport. Doping is cheating and against the rules and ethics of sport. It is harmful to the image of sport and may be harmful to competitors.

The Surf Life Saving Association of Wales is committed to contribute towards and support the UK Sports Council policies and procedures aimed at the prevention of doping in sport and the achievement of drug free sport, and, are committed to observing the requirements of the World Anti-Doping Agency (WADA) as laid down in ILS policies and procedures.  A policy of drug free competition with possible drug testing has therefore been adopted and endorsed by The Surf Life Saving Association of Wales at all events.
As a member of The Surf Life Saving Association of Wales and an active participant in Sporting Events authorised by SLSA Wales, you are hereby required to acknowledge the following:

1. You are required to review and digest the contents of the ILS Anti-Doping Rules. A copy can be found at:

2. You are required to consent and agree to comply with and be bound by all of the provisions of the ILS Anti-Doping Rules, including but not limited to, all amendments to the ILS Anti-Doping Rules and all International Standards incorporated in the ILS Anti-Doping Rules. 

3. You must acknowledge and agree that The Surf Life Saving Association of Wales and the ILS have jurisdiction to impose sanctions as provided in the ILS Anti-Doping Rules.

4. You must also acknowledge and agree that any dispute arising out of a decision made pursuant to the ILS Anti-Doping Rules, after exhaustion of the process expressly provided for in the ILS Anti-Doping Rules, may be appealed exclusively as provided in Article 13 of the ILS Anti-Doping Rules to an appellate body for final and binding arbitration, which in the case of International-Level Athletes is the Court of Arbitration for Sport. 

5. Furthermore, you must acknowledge and agree that the decisions of the arbitral appellate body referenced above shall be final and enforceable, and that I will not bring any claim, arbitration, lawsuit or litigation in any other court or tribunal.
