PARENT-HELPER ADVICE
Surf Lifesaving Wales (SLSAW) commits to ensuring the safety of all personnel involved in the sport of Surf Life Rescue.
SLSA Wales membership provides civil liability and personal accident cover and the charge for subs including insurance in 2008 will be £12 per Senior/Master and £10 per Junior/Nipper (Please check updated costs each year). Only if this membership is paid to SLSA Wales is a member covered.

It therefore seems appropriate in the case of Parent -Helpers who are on the beach that they join SLSA Wales and are covered for insurance purposes as well. This will ensure that Clubs do not face litigation for which they would not be covered.

The Club need to cover these people by adjusting the Social Membership fees and or a fee for being a Parent-Helper to cover the membership cost, alternatively the Club could waive the fee and pay it on the member’s behalf for the work and help that they do.

Please note a similar issue may apply to Club Life Members who are active within a Club but who because of their status have membership fees waived. They would also need to have paid membership in order to be covered for insurance purposes.

This policy is intended to highlight to Clubs their responsibilities to these people who help Surf Life Rescue to run and the work that they do for Clubs. A Club must ensure that they are adequate covered and understand their responsibilities to Parent-Helpers.
